Call Meeting to Order:
Chairperson Donna Blue called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.

Approval of minutes of the previous meeting:

Motion was made by Commission Member Margaret Steffek “to approve the
minutes.” Motion was seconded by Commission Member Jimmy Dornak.
Motion passed unanimously.

Discussion and consider and/or give staff direction on recommendation granting or
denying a special use permit for property located at 1211 Chestnut Ave, and legally
described as Block 275, Lots 9 & 11 Jourdanton, TX, Atascosa County, Texas. The
property is currvently zoned SF-1 Low Density Single Family Residential. The applicant,
Alamo Transport & Development LLC, is seeking a special use permit to allow a
manufactured home on the property.

John Sytsma, Alamo Transport & Development LL.C, advised the Commission that
he owned four (4) lots being lots 9, 11, 13, and 15 on Block 275. Sytsma stated he
would like to place two manufactured homes at 1211 Chestnut Ave. The other
manufactured home would be placed at 1213 Chestnut Ave., as stated on agenda
item five. He presented pictures of the manufactured homes and stated it would
make an improvement to the area.

Commission Member Jimmy Dornak stated he was opposed to place a
manufactured home at this property. Sytsma said that the manufactured home was
valued equivalent to the surrounding homes. He asked Dornak if a manufactured
home was previously there. Dornak said that there might have been, however if the
manufactured home was removed an application would have to be submitted for the
Planning and Zoning Commission’s recommendation for the Council. Sytsma
advised the Commission that a similar case was in New Braunfels and the City of
New Braunfels issued a permit after being denied by the Commission. Chairmen
Donna Blue advised Sytsma that the Jourdanton City Council would make a final
decision.

Motion was made by Commission Member Kristian Weaver “to table the discussion
to seek legal counsel before making a recommendation.” Motion was seconded by
Commission Member Jimmy Dornak. Motion passed unanimously.

Discussion and consider and/or give staff direction on recommendation granting or
denying a special use permit for property located at 1213 Chestnut Ave, and legally
described as Block 275, Lots 13 & 15 Jourdanton, TX, Atascosa County, Texas. The
property is currently zoned SF-1 Low Density Single Family Residential. The applicant,
Alamo Transport & Development LLC, is seeking a special use permit to allow
manufactured home on the property.

Chairman Donna Blue advised the Commission that this was similar to agenda item
four.

Motion was made by Commission Member Jimmy Dornak “to table agenda item
five.” Motion was seconded by Commission Member Margaret Steffek. Motion
passed unanimously.

Discussion and consider and/or give staff direction on recommendation granting or
denying a special use permit for property located at 1910 Cantrell Ave, and legally
described as Block 253, Lots 13 & 15 Jourdanton, TX, Atascosa County, Texas. The
property is currently zoned SF-1 Low Density Single Family Residential. The applicant,
Miguel A Lopez, is seeking a special use permit to allow a manufactured home on the
property.

Miguel Lopez, applicant, advised the Commission that he owned two manufactared
homes at 1912 and 1914 Cantrell Ave. Lopez stated that his intentions was to place a
manufactured home on 1910 Cantrell Ave. and would look similar to the homes.

Motion was made by Commission Member Margaret Steffek “to recommend
granting a special use permit for property located at 1910 Cantrell Ave and legally
described as Block 253, Lots 13 and 15.” Motion was seconded by Commission
Member Jimmy Dornak. Motion passed unanimously.

Discussion and consider and/or give staff direction on recommendation granting or
denying to rezone the property located at 607 Cedar St, and is legally described as Block
128, Lots 5, 7 & 9 Jourdanton, Atascosa County, Texas. The property is currently zoned
C Commercial. The applicant, Mary Lou Love, is seeking to rezone the property to SF-1
Low Density Single Family Residential.

Tommy Tymrak, citizen asked the Commission if there was a copy of the staff
report available to determine the impact of this property. Tymrak claimed the City
Manager needed to prepare a written statement for the public hearing before the
Commission that he was opposed of rezoning because he believed this wasn’t the
situation for this item agenda.

Motion was made by Commission Member Margaret Steffek “to table agenda item
seven on granting or denying rezoning the property located at 607 Cedar Street.”
Motion was seconded by Commission Member Jimmy Dornak. Motion passed
unanimously.

Discussion and consider and/or give staff direction on recommendation granting or
denying a special use permit for property located at 607 Cedar St, and legally described
as Block 128, Lots 5, 7 & 9 Jourdanton, TX, Atascosa County, Texas. The property is
currently zoned C- Commercial. The applicant, Mary Lou Love, is seeking a special use
permit to allow a manufactured home on the property.

Tommy Tymrak advised the Commission that they could take action to grant or
deny this item agenda because it was an appropriate request for a special use permit
to place a manufactured home on a commercial property.

Motion was made by Vice- Chairman Kristian Weaver “to table agenda item eight
because agenda item seven and eight go hand to hand and need to be consulted with
legal counsel.” Motion was seconded by Commission Member Jimmy Dornak.
Motion passed unanimously.

Discussion and consider and/or give staff direction on recommendation granting or
denying to rezone the property located at 1305 Beech St., and is legally described as
Block 308, Lot 5, Jourdanton, Atascosa County, Texas. The property is currently zoned C
Commercial. The applicant, Marcelo Acosta, is seeking to rezone the property to SF-1
Low Density Single Family Residential.

Tommy Hairston, resident, made a recommendation to the Commission to deny
rezoning because the lot was not big enough to place a business or 2 manufactured
home. Vice-Chairman Kristina Weaver informed Harrison that her opinion was to
consult with the city attorney before a final vote was made for a recommendation to
City Council.

Motion was made by Vice Chairman Kristian Weaver “to table agenda item nine
until consulting with the city attorney.” Motion was seconded by Commission
Member Jimmy Dornak. Motion passed unanimously.
