7. Citizen Comments.

Annie De La O, property owner, questioned agenda item 12 because her property was
mentioned in a letter by City Engineer M&S Engineering. De L.a O stated that she was aware
of a new subdivision being developed and was concerned of drainage to her sixty-four-acre
tract. She asked the Council to keep her informed.

Tommy Tymrak commended the Council for supporting the BBQ cookoff for the
Jourdanton Volunteer Fire Department. Tymrak thanked Interim City Manager Kaiser and

Council for street repairs made in front of the fire department. He also asked to speak on
agenda item 14 because it was concerning his property.

8. Public hearing, discussion and possible action on a recommendation of approval from the
Planning and Zoning Commission regarding an application for a special use permit for
property located at 207 Commerce St, and legally described as Block 38, Lots 7 & 9
Jourdanton, TX, Atascosa County, Texas. The property is currently zoned SF-1 Low
Density Single Family Residential. The applicant, Luis Perez Jr, is seeking a special use
permit to allow a manufactured home on the property:

Interim City Manager Eric Kaiser informed the Council that agenda item was recommended
by the Planning and Zoning Commission.

Luis Perez Jr., applicant, advised the Council he would be building a stick-built home on
1010 Marion and wanted to move his manufactured home from the Marion property to 207
Commerce Street.

Motion was made by Mayor Pro Tem Morales “to approve a special use permit to move a
manufactured home to 207 Commerce Street.” Motion was seconded by Councilmember
Harrison. Motion passed unanimously.

0. Discussion and possible action to approve an Agreement between Atascosa County and
the City of Jourdanton to collect the City of Jourdanton’s property taxes.

Interim Eric Kaiser advised the Council that the City has been working with Atascosa
County to collect the city’s property taxes. Kaiser asked City Secretary Debbie Molina to
quote the cost saving by contracting with Atascosa County.

Councilmember Goetzel asked if the agreement included to collect delinquent property taxes
and would they also be filing tax suits in District Court. Mayor Williams informed Goetzel
it would be addressed on agenda item 11.

Motion was made by Mayor Pro Tem Morales “to approve an agreement with the Atascosa
County to collect the city’s property taxes.” Motion was seconded by Councilmember
Gonzales. Motion passed unanimously.

10.  Presentation of Appreciation to City Tax Attorney Lee Gordon:

City Secretary Debbie Molina presented a plaque of appreciation to City Tax Attorney Lee
Gordon for being the City’s tax attorney for twenty-five years. Molina informed the Council
she had met Gordon in the late eighties when she was employed at Atascosa County Tax
Office. Gordon started to work with McCreary, Veselka, Bragg, and Allen, P.C in 2000 and
recently announced his retirement. Molina expressed great appreciation for Gordon being
her mentor throughout her career as Tax Assessor/Collector. Mayor Williams and Council
thanked Gordon for his dedication to the City. Gordon said he was honored to work with
many fine people in Atascosa County and assured the council that City Tax Attorney Ronald
Rocha would be a good attorney for the City.

11.  Discussion with Ronald Rocha, Atascosa County Tax Attorney from Linebarger, Goggan,
Blair & Sampson, LLP and Loretta Holley, Atascosa County Tax Assessor/Collector
regarding the City of Jourdanton’s Ad Valorem Tax Collections:

City Secretary Debbie Molina introduced Ronald Rocha from Linebarger, Goggan, Blair

& Sampson, LLP and Atascosa County Tax Assessor/Collector Loretta Holley. Molina

stated she had the opportunity to work with Rocha three years at the Pleasanton ISD in

2003.
